So how do we make decisions that honor
Jesus? The key is to draw closer to Him and allow the Holy Spirit to direct our lives. Jesus said that we can know
what people are really like by their fruit.

“By their fruit you will recognize them. A good tree cannot bear bad
fruit, and a bad tree cannot bear good fruit.” Matthew 7:16-18



Thankfully, that doesn’t mean bananas are going to grow out of your ears—it means that our actions speak louder
than our words. Before Jesus went back to Heaven, He promised to send the Holy Spirit to teach us and guide us
(John 16:7-15). The Holy Spirit strengthens us and helps us make decisions that please God. The Bible says the

Holy Spirit produces “fruit” in our lives (Galatians 5:22-23).
